            America has one of the world’s highest rate of obesity. A study by the National Centre for Health Statistics revealed this year that one third of US adults are severely overweight -20% or more above their ideal body weight – compared to one fourth before the 1980’s. This happened during a decade in which big numbers of Americans turned to sport.
