      Bribery, a form of pecuniary corruption, is an act usually implying money or gift given that alters the behaviour of the recipient in ways not consistent with the duties of that person or in breach of law. Bribery constitutes a crime according to Black's Law Dictionary. The bribe is the gift bestowed to influence the recipient's conduct. It may be  money , object of value,  or merely a promise  to  influence the action of a person in an official or public capacity.

     The forms that bribery takes are numerous. For example, a motorist might bribe a police officer not to issue a ticket for speeding, a citizen seeking paperwork or utility line connections might bribe a functionary for faster service. Bribery may also take the form of a secret commission, a profit made by an agent, in the course of his employment, without the knowledge of his principal. Even medicine and sports are not spared by bribery. Pharmaceutical corporations may seek to reward doctors for heavy prescription of their drugs  through gifts .In sports, referees and scoring judges may be offered money, gifts, or other compensation to guarantee a specific outcome in an athletic competition. Bribers and recipients of bribery are likewise numerous although bribers have one common denominator and that is the financial ability to bribe.

      Bribery around the world is estimated at about $1 trillion (£494bn).The burden of corruption falls disproportionately on the bottom billion people living in extreme poverty who cannot afford to pay and who thus receive sub-standard treatment from officials.
