      A Tsunami  is  a series of waves generated when a body of water, such as an ocean, is rapidly displaced on a massive scale. Earthquakes, volcanic eruptions and other underwater explosions, landslides, large meteorite impacts and the tests of nuclear explosions  at sea all have the possibility to make a tsunami. The effects of tsunami can range from unnoticeable to devastating.

      The term tsunami comes from the Japanese word meaning harbor ("tsu", 津) and wave ("nami", 波). The term was created by fishermen although they had not been aware of any wave in open water. Therefore, the term is considered misleading and its usage is discouraged by oceanographers since it is not actually related to tides. Tsunamis are common throughout Japanese history; approximately 195 events in Japan have been recorded.

     The 2004 Indian Ocean earthquake, which had a magnitude of 9,15 , triggered a series of lethal tsunamis on December 26, 2004 that killed approximately 23, 000 people (including 168, 000 in Indonesia alone), making it the deadliest tsunami in recorded history. The disaster prompted a huge worldwide effort to help victims of the tragedy, with billions of dollars being raised for disaster relief.
